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Purpose and Scope of Work
The Lifeguard is responsible for the overall safety and enjoyment of the waterfront by campers, staff and volunteers. The Waterfront Director oversees the use and the maintenance of the waterfront activities and equipment and provides leadership, instructions in uses of the waterfront to lifeguard/s, campers, staff and volunteers. The waterfront director also acts as an on-duty lifeguard along with the other waterfront staff. 

The Lifeguard coordinates the waterfront activities in consultation with the Waterfront Director, the Summer Camp director and the Executive Director.

RESPONSIBILITIES
· Supervise all swimming and boating activities to ensure the safety of campers, staff and volunteers.
· Instructs campers in water safety, beach area and boating skills, leads recreational activities at the waterfront. 
· Under the supervision of the Waterfront Director is also responsible for the overall safety, security and upkeep of the waterfront, and its facilities and equipment. 
· Have an understanding and practical knowledge of the Camps 2026 curriculum.
· Respect and responsibility for ensuring alignment of the program with the vision and values of United Church Camping, Cap Pringle and ensuring the safety of participants.
· Maintain high levels of staff morale and conduct by providing mentorship and support to staff and volunteers.
· To actively participate and assist in the whole camp activities, such as campfires, wide games, mealtimes, vespers, welcoming campers, bedtime stories, assisting cabin leaders with their campers at night and mealtimes.
